Śrīla Sūta Gosvāmī said: Before reciting this Śrīmad-Bhāgavatam, which is the very means of 
conquest, one should offer respectful obeisances unto the Personality of Godhead, Nārāyaṇa, 
unto Nara-nārāyaṇa Ṛṣi, the supermost human being, unto mother Sarasvatī, the goddess of 
learning, and unto Śrīla Vyāsadeva, the author.

tattvaḿ yaj jñānam advayam
brahmeti paramātmeti
bhagavān iti śabdyate

Learned  transcendentalists  who  know  the  Absolute  Truth  call  this  nondual  substance 
Brahman, Paramātmā or Bhagavān.

puṇya-śravaṇa-kīrtanaḥ
hṛdy antaḥ stho hy abhadrāṇi

Śrī Kṛṣṇa, the Personality of Godhead, who is the Paramātmā [Supersoul] in everyone's heart 
and the benefactor of the truthful devotee, cleanses desire for material enjoyment from the 
heart  of  the  devotee  who  has  developed  the  urge  to  hear  His  messages,  which  are  in 
themselves virtuous when properly heard and chanted.

By regular attendance in classes on the Bhāgavatam and by rendering of service to the pure 
devotee,  all  that  is  troublesome to  the  heart  is  almost  completely  destroyed,  and  loving 
service  unto  the  Personality  of  Godhead,  who  is  praised  with  transcendental  songs,  is 
established as an irrevocable fact.

sthitaḿ sattve prasīdati

As soon as irrevocable loving service is established in the heart, the effects of nature's modes 
of passion and ignorance, such as lust, desire and hankering, disappear from the heart. Then 
the devotee is established in goodness, and he becomes completely happy.

Thus  established  in  the  mode  of  unalloyed  goodness,  the  man  whose  mind  has  been 
enlivened by contact with devotional service to the Lord gains positive scientific knowledge of 
the Personality of Godhead in the stage of liberation from all material association.

Thus the knot in the heart is pierced, and all misgivings are cut to pieces. The chain of fruitive 
actions is terminated when one sees the self as master.

All of the above-mentioned incarnations are either plenary portions or portions of the plenary 
portions of the Lord, but Lord Śrī Kṛṣṇa is the original Personality of Godhead. All of them 
appear  on  planets  whenever  there  is  a  disturbance  created  by  the  atheists.  The  Lord 
incarnates to protect the theists.

This  Śrīmad-Bhāgavatam  is  the  literary  incarnation  of  God,  and  it  is  compiled  by  Śrīla 
Vyāsadeva, the incarnation of God. It is meant for the ultimate good of all people, and it is all-
successful, all-blissful and all-perfect.

This Bhāgavata Purānạ is as brilliant as the sun, and it has arisen just after the departure of 
Lord Kṛṣnạ to His own abode, accompanied by religion, knowledge, etc. Persons who have 
lost their vision due to the dense darkness of ignorance in the age of Kali shall get light from 
this Purānạ.

In that place, Śrīla Vyāsadeva, in his own āśrama, which was surrounded by berry trees, sat 
down to meditate after touching water for purification.

Thus he fixed his mind, perfectly engaging it by linking it in devotional service [bhakti-yoga] 
without any tinge of materialism, and thus he saw the Absolute Personality of Godhead along 
with His external energy, which was under full control.

Due to this external energy, the living entity, although transcendental to the three modes of 
material nature, thinks of himself as a material product and thus undergoes the reactions of 
material miseries.

The  material  miseries  of  the  living  entity,  which  are  superfluous  to  him,  can  be  directly 
mitigated by the linking process of devotional service. But the mass of people do not know 
this, and therefore the learned Vyāsadeva compiled this Vedic literature, which is in relation to 
the Supreme Truth.

All different varieties of ātmārāmas [those who take pleasure in ātmā, or spirit self], especially 
those  established  on  the  path  of  self-realization,  though  freed  from  all  kinds  of  material 
bondage, desire to render unalloyed devotional service unto the Personality of Godhead. This 
means that the Lord possesses transcendental qualities and therefore can attract everyone, 
including liberated souls.

yo 'vaśiṣyeta so 'smy aham

The Personality  of  Godhead said:  Brahmā,  it  is  I,  the Personality of  Godhead,  who was 
existing before the creation, when there was nothing but Myself. Nor was there the material 
nature,  the  cause of  this  creation.  That  which  you  see now is  also  I,  the  Personality of 
Godhead, and after annihilation what remains will also be I, the Personality of Godhead.

na pratīyeta cātmani

O Brahmā, whatever appears to be of any value, if it is without relation to Me, has no reality.
